SPECIAL PREPAID DISCOUNT RATES AS FOLLOWS:

PREPAY before July 31: Main: $25/space for the weekend (2 or 3 days) or $15 one day. 2008
vendors returning in 2009 retain 2008 space(s) unless a move is requested.

PREPAY between July 31st and Sept. 11th: the same rate as above, but you will be given spaces left
after reassignments & new vendor placements.

Economy: 2008 vendors only $15/space for weekend, $10 one day and will be placed in order received.
Economy: New vendor reservations: $20 for weekend; $12 one day. New vendor reservation accepted
anytime for either area (Main or Economy), but space assignments will not be made until after July 31.

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Important Flea Market Information and Changes for 2009

Due to the increase in numbers of exhibitor and flea market vendors, we are asking that everyone limit
the number of vehicles that they park inside the gate. Your vehicles must be parked on your site unless
other arrangements have been made with the flea market staff. If you have other people coming to help
you sell and there is not enough room on your site, they must park in the visitor lot outside the fence.
You may order passes to get them in free at the gate when you register for your site, but we are limiting
the passes to two per site since the number requested has gotten out of hand. Handicapped parking is
available in the blacktopped handicap lot at the south end of the fairgrounds near the steam engine area,
which is adjacent to the flea market areas. Only handicapped vendors in Building 23 will be given
permits to park next to the south side of the building. There will no longer be parking on the grass near
the front gate.

Due to a change in the Engine Club’s contract with the Fair Board, we will now be responsible for
collecting all camping fees and for paying for all electric consumed during the show. Therefore, those
camping on their flea market sites with motor homes, trailers, truck campers, or tents capable of holding
3 or more people will be charged a camping fee of $10 per night, which includes electric if available, in
addition to your site fee. Please send in your camping fee when you pay for your site to ensure you keep
your current site in an area having electrical hook ups. Those not camping but needing electric for
their displays will continue to pay the $15 electric fee for the weekend in addition to their site fee.
Please note, if you have more than one space and have more than one camper on your site, please
send in the appropriate amount for camping otherwise you risk losing those spaces next year. We will
not be sending out your camping permit(s) along with your gate passes and site confirmation. You will
pick them up when you set up.
